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9. Scheme for saturation of PMJDY account holders enrolment under social security
schemes.

DDM NABARD informed the committee that for increasing coverage of enrolment under both the
PMIJBY and PMSBY schemes in the Aspirational Districts, there is need to conduct more ground
level special awareness camps targeting the PMIDY account holders for which both banks and their
associate BCs are the key stakeholders in the process of enrolment of beneficiaries. She informed that
Financial Inclusion Fund (FIFY of NABARD has approved a Special Scheme for saturation of
enrolment of eligible cperative PMIDY A/c holders under Social Sccurity Schemes (S8%) ie.
PMSBY and PMJJBY in 117 Aspirational Districts of 28 States. She urged the members to implement
the scheme in Aspirational Districts by 31.05.2022. She mentioned that reimbursement of expenses
incurred by banks for organizing monthly block level and village level special camps in all
Aspirational Districts up to 31 May 2022 (up to a maximum of Rs.6000/- per program and an amount
of Rs.1/- each for the BC and the bank branch for every [resh enrolment of eligible PMIDY account
holder will be reimbursed under PMSBY and an amount of Rs.10/- each for the BC and bank branch
for every fresh enrolment of eligible PMJDY account holder will be reimbursed under PMJJBY. She
urged the bankers to utilize this scheme and onboard maximum number of PMIIDY customers under
the scheme.

Closure /Merger of Branches: LDDM informed that Canara Bank have requested to permit DCC to
close 3 rural branches in the district at Anwari (Fopulation- 5365), Bappur (Population-1269) and
Medikinhal (Population- 3816) and Karnataka Gramin Bank has proposed to close 2 branches at
Idapanur {Population- 5516) and Pagadadinni camp (Population- 3234). CEO madam enquired about
the reasons for closing the branches and whether any alternate arrangements are made for meeting the
requirements at that area. The officials from KGB and Canara Bank mentioned that they have
arranged BC point at the proposed closure branches and will be providing most of the required
banking services provided by bank branch. The commiitee has not approved the closure of rural
branches of Canara Bank Anwari and KGB Idapanur as the villages has more than 5000 population
and as per RBI guidelines there shall be at least cne bank branch at that village. The committee
recommended for closure of Canara Bank Bappur, Medikinal branches and KGB Pagadadinni camp
branches, subject to approval from SLBC Karnataka.

The District Consultative Committee (DCC) meeting for the quarter ending September and December
2021 conducted on 25.02.2022 (Friday) at 3:30 pm under the chairmanship of Mrs Noor Zahara
Khanum, Chief Executive Officer (CEO), Zilla Panchayat Raichur. The meeting convened by Sri
Babu Balaganur, Lead District Manager attended by Sri Murli Mohan Pathak, Lead District Officer
(LDO) RBI Bengaluru. Smt Kalavathi N, DDM NABARD, Sri Ashok Kumar, Regional Manager,
Karnataka Gramin Bank, Sri Ravindra Ratnakar, Chief Manager, SBl RBO Raichur, Sri Santhosh
Tiwari, Manager Canara Bank RO Raichur, Line Departments officials and all District Coordinators
of the banks operating in the district. The representatives from DCB Bank and Kotak Mahindra Bank
were absent for the meeting.

Sri Babu Balaganur, LDM in his opening remarks welcomed the dignitaries and the members of DCC
and presented the agenda of meeting for deliberation,

1. Confirmation of minutes - previous DCC Meeting held on 16"

LDPM informed that minutes of previous DCC meeting was circulated through email on 25.11.202]
and the committee has approved the minutes.

November, 2021

2. Review of Annual Credit Plan achievement far the FY 2021-22 as on 30.09.2021 and
31.12.2021

LDM informed that the Annual Credit Plan for the Raichur District is Z 8106 crores for the FY 2021-
22 and till the quarter ending December 2021, achievement in disbursements is Z 3980 crores, which
is 49 % of the target which is considerably less comparing to previous years. He said that out of
priority sector target of 6571 crores, 3072 crores have been disbursed till December end which
means 46 % of priority sector target and out of Non priority sector target of #1535 crores, 3908 crores
have been disbursed which means 59 % is achieved. He informed that 1400 crores new advances
have been disbursed during the quarter September to December, Sri MM Pathak LDO RB1 mentioned
that there is a low performance by banks in priority sector. He requested all the bankers to focus more
on priority sector advances and achieve the ACP target by March 2022. CEO madam showed
displeasure on poor performance on housing and education loans, She advised all bankers to improve
both education and housing loans of priority sector.

LDM mentioned that from the bank wise data, many banks have not reached 50 % of target allotted to
their banks in priority sector. He said that out of Public Sector Banks, Canara Bank, SBI, Indian
Overseas Bank and Uco Bank have shown poor performance and out of private banks, Kamataka
Bank, Kotak Mahindra Bank, City Union Bank, Laxmi Vilas Bank, Karur Vysya Bank, Axis Bank,
ICICI bank and yes Bank have shown poor perfermance. He requested all bankers to focus on Priority
sector advances and improve the position. He informed that in the previous DCC meeting, CEQ
instructed all private banks to improve the priority sector advances however there is no improvement
shown. CEQO madam showed her displeasure on SBI and Canara Bank on low performance in
Housing loans and Education léans and enquired about the low performance of housing Joans in rural
areas. SBI official replied that majority of housing loans sanctioned are from urban area as the income
of rural customers is mainly from agriculture which is difficult for them for monthly repayment. He
also mentioned that there is housing loan product (independent scheme) in SBI known as Gram Niwas
up to a loan of Rs.10 lakhs. LDM mentioned that from the bank wise data of Non-Priority sector, SBI,
Bank of Baroda and Bank of Maharashtra have shown poor performance in Non- Pricrity sector. He
requested the bankers to improve the position

He informed that % of accounts seeded with Aadhaar to
total bank accounts as on September-202 [ was §9.60 % and December-2021 is 90.60 % in which
Indian Bank, Axis Bank, HDFC Bank KGB, IPPB and State Bank of India has highest pendency for
Aadhar seeding. CEQO madam advised the bankers vot to deduct the compensation amount of
beneficiaries received from Government throupgh DBT to their loan accounts. She also said that there
is a pendency of aadhar seeding for more than 4000 students due to which they are unable to receive
the scholarship through DBT. LDM mentioned that Lead Bank has requested the welfare departments
to provide bank-branch wise pendency for andhar pendency however no data has been received from
the departments. CEO madam instructed the welfare departments to provide the required data to
1.DM.

PMFRY: LDM informed that for the Kharif, Rabi & Summer seasons 2019-20 and 2020-21, due to
various errors in Aadhar Seeding, a total of 2080 accounts with an amount of Rs.4.43 crores credit to
farmer’s account through DBT have been failed and highest pendency is with ICICI Bank and CSC
centers.

The representative from Kotak Mahindra Bank was absent and City Union Bank
official mentioned that their branch is newly established and assured to sanction new Mudra loans in
the future. LDM requested all banks to sanction more number of MUDRA loans which helps in
achieving the target of 2480 crores under Aspirational District program.

He informed that Reserve Bank of
India has conducted Financial Literacy week from 14® to 18" February 2022 all over India with a
theme “Go Digital, Go Secure” focusing on creating awareness about (a) Convenience of digital
transactions; (b} Security of digital transactions; and (c) Protection of customers.

Ms. Jeevika Z J, LDO, RBI informed about the latest guidelines issued by RBI:

The Reserve Bank has launched two key initiatives today — (1) UPI123Pay — Option to make
Unified Payments Interface (UPI) payments for feature phone users, and (2) DigiSaathi - a
24x7 Helpline to address the queries of digital payment users across products. While launching
the two initiatives, it was highlighted the importance of these initiatives in enhancing the
diversity, utility and transformational power of digital innovations in the country. These
initiatives will further deepen the digital ecosystem and financial inclusion. The Governor also
stated that the RBI stands committed to providing an enabling environment for this.

At present, efficient access to UPI is available on smart phones. UPI can be accessed through
NUUP (National Unified USSD Platform) using the short code of *99#. But this option is
cumbersome and not popular. Considering that there are more than 40 crore feature phone
mobile subscribers in the country, UPI123pay will materially improve the options for such
users to access UPL UPI123Pay includes four distinct options as below:

App-based Functionality: An app would be installed on the feature phone through which
several UPI functions, available on smartphones, will also be available on feature phones.
Missed Call: This will allow feature phone users to access their bank account and perform
routine transactions such as receiving, transferring funds, regular purchases, bill payments,
etc., by giving a missed call on the number displayed at the merchant outlet. The customer will
receive an incoming call to authenticate the transaction by entering UPI PIN.

Interactive Voice Response (IVR): UPI payment through pre-defined IVR numbers would
require users to initiate a secured call from their feature phones to a predetermined number and
complete UP! on-boarding formalities to be able to start making financial transactions without
internet connection.

Proximity Sound-based Payments: This uses sound waves to enable contactless, offline, and
proximity data communication on any device,

The 24x7 Helpline — ‘DigiSaathi’ — provides a channel to obtain help on the entire gamut of
digital payments. Automated responses on information related to digital payment products and
services are available in Hindi and English through multiple options like — (a) toll-free number
(1800-891-3333), (b) a short code (14431), (c) website — www.digisaathi.info, and chatbots.
DigiSaathi will assist users with their queries on digital payments via website & chatbot facility
and through toli-free calls where user can dial or call out the options / products for which the
information is required. More interactive options and language choices shall be enabled going
forward. '

She also reiterated about the complaints regarding credits under DBT Schemes especially DBT
amount not credited to beneficiary account and amount not credited in inoperative accounts.

The DDM, NABARD informed that no new guidelines were received for the review period
and reiterated about AIF and PMFME Schemes and requested the Bankers to create awareness
among the farmers and to cover eligible activities under the above said schemes.
